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Your Book Display: 
Congratulations! You are one of the students in your grade to get the top points and comprehension! You may work individually, or with one other student to decorate the top of one of the Juvenile book shelves with your top 10 favorite TFA Library books. You will also be doing a 30-60 second Podcast Book commercial for your #1 favorite TFA Library book. We will “release” one or two of these a week. 

*Come with 12-14 favorite books on your top “10” list, since every list needs to be different, and you may have picked a book another student picked. 

-Be prepared to talk to other students in your class during your library time about your favorite top 10 books- 

Needs: 

• 1 Top Ten List (you may work together with another Peer Book Specialist, if you wish) 

• 1 mini book posters (one from each student) of your #1 book. 

• Your talking points notes (Remember—don’t tell the end of a book!) 

• Your Podcast script 

Optional Ideas to spice it up! 

• A theme—if you and your partner want to only pick books in a theme (ex. Winter/Christmas books, mysteries, etc.) 

• A Tablecloth (small one, or be sure to fold it so it doesn’t hide the books under it on the shelves) 

• Small stuffed animals or props that go with your book or theme. 

• A small box, shoebox, etc. to sit books on top of. 

• A diorama in a shoebox of your favorite book.
